NO. 1 STANDARD SECTION HAND CAR

The No. 1 hand car has been in operation for the past
50 years on railroads throughout the world. It has
contributed to the success in our building cars to meet
the exacting requirements of railroad service.

The frame is constructed of thoroughly seasoned hard-
wood carefully selected for strength and durability. The
vertical and diagonal rods help brace the gallows frame,
enabling this car to withstand the severe strain to which
it is subjected.

These hand cars are equipped with demountable hub
wheels, 20 inches in diameter. These wheels can be in-
sulated for use on roads having electric block signal
systems.

.The platform measures 6 feet 1 inch in length and
4 feet 414 inches in width. The capacity of this car is
No. 1 standard section hand car. approximately 4000 lbs., and weight 540 lbs.

Standards in 16 and 20 inch sizes, and in a newly developed 14 inch
size. Through the use of modern dies, incorporating the most ad-
vanced ideas in cold forming, distribution of metal on the wheel
tread is so controlled as to provide extra thickness and extra strength
over the areas of greatest wear. This is done without detracting
from essential thickness elsewhere. Because of this extra metal over
the tread area, wheel plates last longer and retain concentricity.

Demountable hub steel wheels are easy to handle (rough edges
removed by machining) and require no special tools to mount or
demount. The simplicity and ruggedness of these wheels is illus-
trated in the exploded view shown at the bottom of this page.
Each wheel assembly consists of a cold pressed steel wheel plate,
demountable die-forged steel hub, nuts and bolts. The split-fibre
bushing is used only in the insulated wheel. A bronze bushing is
required for the conventional type of loose wheel. Die-forged steel
hubs are available in either taper bore or straight bore. The high
carbon heat-treated nuts and bolts have N.F. threads and are
equipped with lock washers.
